This comprehensive plan needs to include situations dealing 

with everything from fire, active shooter, weather conditions to medical emergen-

cies.

The panel includes representation from the Dear-

born Police Department and parishioners with expertise developing the protocols 

for a realistic plan. You will be learning more about the efforts over the next sever-

al weeks. All parishioners will hopefully want to learn more.  

 

  St. Kateri has been given some art work from a source in Northville 

with the hope that the pieces could be auctioned or sold for parish needs. This 

weekend  of St. Kateri’s feast day we will do just that-raffle each piece. The arti-

cles can be found in the Resurrection Hall– gathering space- and tickets can be 

purchased before and after each Mass this weekend.

 As the sun breaks through the clouds, sending its beams of light 

through the array of glass pieces, we are reminded that there is something—

something beautiful beyond the world where we live. It is the tangible form of 

the teachings of the Catholic Church presented to us in the stained glass of 

our churches, basilicas, cathedrals, and monasteries. Gazing at the principal 

subject is often the life of Jesus, the parables, the disciples and the Old Testa-

ment. Unlike other Christian churches, the stained glass windows of Catholic 

churches will also emphasize the Blessed Mother, The Stations of the Cross, 

the Sacrament, and our Saints. 

 Used since ancient times, the Council of Trent in 1563 decreed that the 

purpose of sacred art, including Catholic stained glass windows, was to edu-

cate the viewer in Catholic doctrine and to allow the viewer a physical illus-

tration of the truths of the Catholic Faith. 

 Viewing of the windows takes us to a deeper dimension of our faith, 

whether we focus on the image as a whole or just one small portion. So the 

next time you are seated in church (before or after Mass, of course) and the 

sun shines through the window, take a moment to gaze into the beauty of our 

parish’s stained glass windows. As Saint Pope John Paul II said: “Christ him-

self made extensive use of images in his preaching, fully in keeping with his 

willingness to become, in the Incarnation,  the icon of the unseen God.”

 Reservations are now being taken for the St. Kateri Fall trip which includes 

several sights you have not visited or would love to revisit. Plan on two nights at 

the historic GETTSBURG HOTEL (1797) on Lincoln Square, centrally located for 

the guided tour of the battlefields, museum and Cyclorama. Diner at the FARNS-

WORTH HOUSE (1810)-one of the most recognized inns in America—will invite us 

to capture a deeper sense of the three-day battle through the eyes of Matthew 

Brady and his photographs. 

 A short two hour drive from Gettysburg takes us to WASHIGTON, DC and a 

visit to the NATIONAL SHRINE OF THE IMMACULATE CONCEPTION—one of 

the ten largest churches in the world. Included with the visit will be a guided tour 

of the ST.
